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TERMINOLOGY AND CLASSIFICATION OF DISABLEMENT
DEFINITION
(NCMRR-1993)
(Purpose of classification - "to emphasize the diversity and breadth of activities essential for rehabilitation")

-interruption of or interference with normal physiological and developmental processes or structures. This domain focuses on "cellular, structural, or functional events subsequent to injury, disease, or genetic abnormality"

■loss or abnormality of cognitive, emotional, physiological or anatomical structure or function, including all losses or abnormalities, not just those attributable to the initial pathophysiology

-restriction or lack of ability to perform an action in the manner or within the range consistent with the purpose of an organ or organ system

-inability or limitation in performing tasks, activities, and roles to levels expected within physical and social contexts

-restriction, attributable to social policy or barriers (structural or attidtudinal), which limits fulfillment of roles or denies access to services and opportunities that are associated with full participation in society
